The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), formerly food stamps, is our first line of defense against hunger in America. SNAP lifts millions out of poverty each year and currently helps 47 million low-income Americans – half of them children – put food on the table. Despite its success, the House is planning to vote the week of September 16 on a bill that would cut the program by $40 billion over the next ten years. These cuts would force 4-6 million people off the program and deny 210,000 low-income children access to free school lunches.
