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JOS LINN: 
Alright, folks, welcome to the results national webinar. Appreciate your time today. We will get started right now. I will hit the record button and get us started. 

I am also going to mute everyone's line. You will have the ability to unmute if you have a question. We are not doing verbal Q and A, everyone will be muted, so just state muted. -- Stay 

Please note that if you have a question during the conversation between Joanne and Kul, please type them in the chat. 

With that... 

SPEAKER: 
I am not connected... 

JOS LINN: 
I just want to make sureâ€“we are! We are recording. Then I am going to mute all participants. OK. 

Joanne, you can take it from here. 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Thanks so much, Joss. Welcome, everyone. I am director of RESULTS. We are also going to have a chat -- answer to answer some of your questions. I invite you to submit questions for Q&A by the chat. We turned off open chat, where you can send questions directly to staff so your questions will get buried. 

To start, I know many people are out doing election work right now but I am really grateful to stand in strength and community together with you all today it is very uncertain time. 

As we approach such a momentous, fraught election, I will just say we need to take care of ourselves, each other, lien on this community and support each other. -- lean. 

And as we go forward, supported those amongst us who are being targeted. Whether that be because of where you were born, your race, your ethnicity, your gender, your sexual orientation. 

Also in this moment, you speak out publicly against injustice. 

Just to say, I am sure most of you have seen the recent vote by the Israeli parliament. This is horrific and we stand with many of our global partners and calling for an immediate reversal of this decision. Which, if enacted, will kill tens of thousands of children. We are calling you and end of the egregious violence against the civilians in Gaza. If you want to read more about RESULTS sense, there is a to read on our website. 

I believe we can find hope in our community, and our commitment to collective action. Also find hope in what we have achieved that often seemed impossible. Over the last decade or just the last months. Whether that be turning around the HIV/AIDS pandemic over the last 25 years, or getting massive bipartisan house support this year in this divided Congress for extensions of the Child Tax Credit. 

I have been thinking a lot about our role in holding onto, and holding out hope and ambition for which we know is possible and needed. 

RESULTS is turning 45 next year, and I have been around for a number of those decades and I have seen administrations we can work hand-in-hand with that end up pushing Congress towards Boulder antipoverty policies, and I have seen administrations where we need to work with Congress to challenge or overrule them. 

Through it all we have found ways to make impact. 

We know we will face different paths based on the outcomes of the election in so many ways, but we cannot and will not let go of ambition, and we will drive powerful action and grow our advocacy committee no matter the outcome. 

We may need to challenge ourselves to be ambitious enough to match all of what might be possible in this moment, and build stronger political muscle to make Congress a catalyst or at least not an impediment. Or we may need all of our collective advocacy, our community and political muscle to make sure that Congress can be a safeguard and defense against administration, stepping away from saving international institutions like the global funding Gavi. 

And we will work with Congress to find opportunities to drive meaningful progress like an expansion Child Tax Credit, and a fully funded global fund. We will do that no matter who is in charge. 

It's not an accident that both presidential campaigns have been competing to put their visions forward. You all played a huge role in that. We can achieve, even remarkable things, even when the context says it's not realistic or possible. And we have! We do not know who will win Tuesday. But this network has made antipoverty and the antipoverty movement part of the fabric of our democracy. 

I also know matter what happens Tuesday, our Northstar doesn't change. We strive for a world without poverty, a world beyond poverty, and the depression it causes. And regardless of the outcomes we will have goals, create programs that save lives and allow families to thrive, and we will build grassroots power supporting all of you as the amazing leaders you are in bringing in more people were inspired and moved to be engaged. 

Thanks for being such a source of community and hope. On the eve of all of this uncertainty, it seemed like a good idea to take a breath and talk about the past and present of our work, what we have accomplished and where we are going. For this I am joined from RESULTS boarded chair, Kul Gautam. Cool, -- Kul, welcome. He is the former deputy of director of UNICEF, a former UN Undersecretary General, and just a quick glimpse at UNICEF, Kul was the architect of the 1990 world Summit for children, the largest gathering of world leaders at that time which agreed to ambitious global goals on children's health, nutrition, and rights. 

It not only drove massive progress, but was the precursor of later, bolder goal like the millennium development goal, and now the sustainable developing goals. As a citizen of Nepal, you can see that in the background of Kuls video background, he also worked during the decade-long civil war to promote reconciliation and now advises his country, political and civil society on strengthening democracy and human rights, in social and economic development. He is a dedicated and passionate champion, and great spokesman for our grassroots volunteers. 

Kul, a big welcome to you. So glad to have you today. 

KUL GAUTAM: 
Thank you, thank you! 

JOANNE CARTER: 
If I could just ask you an opening question. If you could tell us how you got involved, and what you saw in constituent advocacy and what lessons you draw from that for today. 

KUL GAUTAM: 
Sure, thank you so much. Thank you Joanna for that super generous introduction, ... What a joy! The volunteers who are the heart and soul of this organization. 

Joanne, to answer your question of how I got involved with RESULTS. It was exactly 41 years ago, in 1983, but I first heard about RESULTS and got to know them indirectly. At that time I was in Haiti at the UNICEF representative. 

At headquarters of UNICEF there was our boss, Jim Grant, who had launched this massive, worldwide child survival and development revolution. 

We needed to get to the bipartisan, US support for the UNICEF agenda. Jim Grant used to go from time to time to the US Congress to testify that the ambitious goals for immunizing children, reducing child mortality, preventing malnutrition, that those could be achieved and we needed resources. 

Generally, Congress was supportive, but there is some skepticism in U.S. Congress about foreign aid. There is some skepticism about the UN. 

Therefore, occasionally, whenever he would invite us to the Congress, he would take with him, or ask some of the UNICEF country representatives to go and testify before the Congress. 

So I got a notice towards the end of 1983, met I should go to Washington DC, and make a presentation on what we were trying to do in Haiti. 

Haiti is the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere. It had the worst indicators of child survival and development. It was seen as a country that was so hopeless that Americans had tried to help, Canadians had tried to help, France had tried to help, but nothing worked because it's a very corrupt country. 

But Jim Grant was one of those people who said, "Even in this poor country, with all of this corruption, we should do something!" So we launched (indiscernible), nutrition, and breast feeding. And he said if you can do it in Haiti you can do it anywhere. 

"So could you, Kul, go and testify to Congress?" So when I went, this was organized by UNICEF USA, but in the background there was not results. So before going to Congress, the UNICEF USA people gave me some printouts of letters to the editors, op-ed pieces, in-home town newspapers to influence our Congressman. I did not know any of them because I am from far away. 

I took with them and when I went and testified before Congress â€” what we were trying to do, in the impossible situation of Haiti, that even there we could do it. In one year, we had oral rehydration therapy coverage from 4%â€“25%. We had trained 5000 paramedical workers to promote oral rehydration and breast-feeding. We had trained 10,000 scouts, and lots of good things were beginning to happen. 

I was able to present that, and â€“ as I was saying â€“ how important is where, I recall â€“ I do not remember the name now of the congressman and senator and chairman at that time, but the chair of the meeting pulling out a letter to the editor from his hometown newspaper, saying, "Mr Gautam, these are issues my constituents care about." Later on I learned that that had all been planted by RESULTS. I thought, how marvelous! This must be an interesting organization! 

That is how I got to know RESULTS, and later I went to UNICEF in New York, and RESULTS played an important role. Their volunteers had a million candlelight vigils, and they managed to persuade the prime minister, Brian Mulroney in Canada! 

So, RESULTS was a tremendous boost. And that is how I got to learn and know about RESULTS and admire this organization from 40 years ago. 

Thank you. 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Thank you, Kul. It's really powerful. 

One thing I might add in your discussion of all we know about structural poverty, even as he pointed to what Haiti experienced was so much colonialism and political repression globally, and impoverishment. But your point about what was made possible there and elsewhere in the world. 

Kul, next question, given the moment we are in, can you share an example or a couple of examples about where you have seen RESULTS make a big impact? 

KUL GAUTAM: 
I have seen, from that time on, I later moved to UNICEF headquarters in New York and followed very closely the work of RESULTS. Got to know Sam Dailey Harris, the founder of RESULTS, and was impressed by a few things that happened. 

RESULTS focus in grassroots, not just in Washington DC, had a huge impact in U.S. Congress appropriating funds for immunization, nutrition etc. for UNICEF. 

We were extremely grateful at the time, because they were unrealistically ambitious, many people thought. But thanks to the support, RESULTS mobilized and we were able to keep some fantastic results with immunization. Within 4-5 years, we were able to go up 67%. 

Then I saw with RESULTS advocacy, U.S. Congress started a child survival fund. A $25 million initial (unknown term), which later grew on 200 million and in the course of time, $300 million. Mostly administered by US (unknown term). How is that possible? 

I think the key is that RESULTS at being advocating in a very bipartisan way; that key members of Congress supported that that is how we could continue. If it was only one party pushing it, I think it would have been created but it would have died. This is because of bipartisan support. 

Then also, later on I saw that once Gavi was supporting vaccination, once again enormous support for replenishing the Gavi funds. And because of that, vaccines became more available, cheaper and more readily in many countries. And I saw in my own country of Nepal a very remote area -- areas, vaccinations were covered very high. Child survival rate went up and child mortality rate went down. So, tremendous effort and I would say one other example I saw was then, they are on, when the Global Fund was established, I think that RESULTS not only raise funds for the global fund, but you guys established the principle that 1/4-1/3 of funding for the global funds would come from the US. And if we did that, we could pull on the rest of the world to provide the other two thirds of resources. 

And, providing one third year after year was not an easy task, thanks to RESULTS tremendous advocacy, not only in Washington, DC as I say â€” there are the (unknown term) bandits, as they say in Washington, DC, thousands of them â€” but your model is different from then and that you go to them. (Indiscernible) a key influence of senators, and that is a model that I have seen very few other organizations do. 

UNICEF itself has a UNICEF committee, they are well-known and they have a good brand, but they do not have the same kind of grassroots level organizing, -- and pursuing Congress design letters etc. I think this is what RESULTS has made and others are trying to emulate. Tremendous! 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Thanks. Just a reminder to folks, if you have questions put them in the chat and she -- folks will share them with us. We can answer them in a few minutes. 

Kul, you have been such a champion for US poverty work and for us, in fact, expanding and building that network. Can you just talk a little bit about, while much of your work life and background has been globally focused, just what you have seen RESULTS help achieve and how that also has big lessons for us in these difficult times? 

KUL GAUTAM: 
Indeed. When I was involved internationally, I was very familiar with RESULTS good work in international health, global health, nutrition, double education. I was not very aware of what RESULTS was trying to do domestically. 

Once I became a Board Member of results and later a Chair of the Board, I took an interest in domestic poverty work of RESULTS. And I saw that RESULTS were doing a few good things, but I did not see the same kind impact, domestically, that you had globally. And I said, "Wait a minute, charity starts at home. There are high levels of poverty in the US." 

Having worked in the UN in many countries, countries at the similar level of development as US with per capita income, they had much higher levels of immunization, lower levels of poverty, they have universal health coverage, they have parental Hoenlein -- home leave which is common abroad but not in the US. 

So I said, look, if we're going to have an impact globally is going to be important to establish ourselves domestically doing something really important. You recall, Joanne, I said that we should have the ambition of mobilizing the same kind of resources for our domestic poverty program as we have with the support of the Gates Foundation, globally. 

So I thought, let us do something, because the US is a role model for the rest of the world. We cannot be strongly advocating for poverty reduction in the world if we cannot ensure that the in the US, too, some good things are happening. 

So I am so happy now that we have mobilized substantial resources for domestic poverty and, the most inspiring thing for me in the past couple of years and at the height of COVID crisis when things were so difficult, the US created with RESULTS support this Child Tax Credit scheme, which had reduced poverty by â€” during that time â€” 30-40%, 46% some say. 

I have watched poverty in the world and what a difficult task that is. In China,â€¦ It took 20 years for them to reduce their poverty by half. In India, it took 30 years! And in the US with this child tax credit, they showed poverty was drastically reduced in a very short period of time. 

This is an unprecedented case, I do not know of another country who has managed to reduce poverty in such a short time and in such a significant way. 

The challenge is, how do we sustain it? Unfortunately, there have been problems sustaining the Child Tax Credit, but it proved that those results should be in the Guinness Book of World Records! It should be publicized all over the world! I mean, the US should be the Champion! 

I am so glad that RESULTS has continued to advocate. And I hope both parties have promised to support some kind of child tax credit, but of course we want the kind of tax credit that truly benefits the poorest people, at the bottom quarter of the population. And I trust is very important. And with the US, the model for the world. 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Thanks so much, Kul. He said before, it is not an accident that both political partiesâ€¦ We need to fight for that, absolutely. 

In the interest of time, I am just going to go maybe transition to a couple of questions, and then maybe Kul, I will ask you a closing question as well. 

One of the questions that has, from folks, which I think I can take is: when do we plan to have our next international conference? So, I do want to address that. I know many of you have that on top of mind. 

And for those of you who have read -- joint Results -- joined RESULTS recently,â€¦ Our partners in Washington, DC, and we train on Capitol Hill and enjoyed that fellowship. We know many of you here have had powerful experiences and have made connections at past conferences. I certainly have. 

I also know there are advocates who wanted to attend the international conference but could not, for a number of reasons including financial. RESULTS is committed to inclusion at its center, and this is why we want our conference to be equable and accessible to candidates. 

At the same time, costs have skyrocketed, particularly here in DC. We have explored many options for reducing travel costs, and I want to say that our fundraising management and position stand strong things to so many of you, but we do face financial constraints as many similar groups to use have my budget. 

These are challenges with our commitments to equity and accessible events. We have made it difficult decision not to host one DC-based international conference in 2025. 

For those of you who have experienced these gatherings, I am sure there is some disappointment and grief. I feel it too. But I want to tell you we deeply understand and believe in the power of advocates coming together for inspiration, so we are going to donate resources to regional events. We want you to build out your regional conferences and personal events that are accessible to longtime and budding volunteers. 

We also are going to continue to support you engaging with members of Congress in your districts, starting with (indiscernible). And we also hope to be bringing some expert guests to our network and maybe even to some of your communities in 2025. So we are going to maximize resources to bring as many resources together -- to bring as many of us together as possible, but we will not have an international conference. 

So, other questions. Jos, are there other questions? 

JOS LINN: 
Yes there is a question from (Name) in Virginia. If the outcome of the election is â€” and by folks who are guided by project 2025 â€” how do we adapt our strategy of being nonpartisan and bipartisan, to work with people who are actively trying to dismantle the social safety net per that plan? 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Kul, I would ask you to answer, too, but I would say it is going to be a huge challenge. I think we will have to hold onto places we have seen public and bipartisan support for some of these areas like a Child Tax Credit, and even let an expanded child tax credit elevate that. 

And I will tell you that, this is more of an international experience, but since the last trump administration we have managed to work with Congress to send signals to the rest of the worldâ€¦ That the US had not gone away around the global fund replenishment. It is incredibly valuable, I handed out copies that senators signed. I launched that in India and it made a big difference to the world. 

I also got members of Congress bypass the administrative moment -- administration at the time and have a moment of funding donation.â€¦ It is going to be a massive challenge and I do not say less than that. Kul, I do know what you'd say to this? 

KUL GAUTAM: 
I would say this is unprecedented, but there have been times in the history of the world where we have had retrogression -- retrogradation.â€¦ We move two steps forward and one step backward sometimes, but we continue to make progress. And that progress is not always linear, there are some zigzags and there might be the possibility that there are some short-term issues. 

But, as you said, Joanne, RESULTS has in the past worked in such an effective manner in a bipartisan way that we have been amazed. 

I will cite one example: during the George W. Bush administration, when HIV/AIDS was at its peak and there was not a lot of sympathy for HIV/AIDS. It was said this happened among homosexual drug abuse people who are not good citizens and we don't support that. 

Yet, I think the incredibly good work that RESULTS has done in mobilizing funds for HIV/AIDS as well as malaria and tuberculosis, and we got a number of faith-based organizations, religious organizations, to champion this issue: so many people are dying, this is not just the bad guys! This is citizens, often in poverty. 

George W. Bush administration established (unknown term) the program for fighting AIDS in Africa which is one of the best programs in combating HIV/AIDS in Africa and that happened during the period that it was difficult, and support. We have the leadership of a Republican president at a time when there was no such enthusiasm for it. 

So that is a good example of what you managed to achieve. And I think, as I look at other countries where we have had dictatorships or totalitarian rulers, but in the long term you know, things do, good sense prevails. I had seen that with our bipartisan work and we can be able to achieve certain things, maybe not as much as we like but I am not so pessimistic. 

JOANNE CARTER: 
Thanks very much, Kul. We are about at time so thank you for joining us. I just want to say, even to your point about HIV, which as we look back we can look back with... we see where the world is now, that HIV has become in many places a chronic disease â€” but when we look back, the fight we had and the support we had to provide, not only to ensure there is equitable access, but to prevent targeting of people who were marginalized, actively targeted, criminalized, in order to achieve that. And that that will be part of the work we need to continue to do going forward. 

Thank you to everybody for joining us with this conversation with Kul, and thank you. Whatever happens, we will sustain ambition, and we will be a community that hoisted at Northstar. Thank you for being together. 

I think I'm going to turn it over to you. And thank you again, Kul, for being on board. 

KUL GAUTAM: 
Absolutely! 

CRICKETT NICOVICH: 
Perfect! Hello, everybody! It's Crickett Nicovich, I'm the director of policy and government affairs for RESULTS. I'm excited to be with you for this (Audio Issues)... Nice to be with our volunteers. Just to catch you up a little bit on what is happening. 

So, as we are coming back, with the election in a few days, there is a ton up in the air. We all realize that. We are going to talk a little bit about our goals for what can happen in the period after the election, and give you a little sneak preview of the first hundred days campaign. Starting with when the new Congress comes back in January. 

Let's start with the End TB Now act. As you heard in our last webinar. â€” (Audio Issues)... This is a critical step in getting this bill through, and it's the first time we actually passed a chamber of Congress, even though this bill has been reintroduced twice now, this is the first time we got it passed through any single-chamber. Huge step! Now we -- need to get the house to back it. 

Now is an opportunity to move it forward at the end of November, early December. We need to keep getting Congress on the record in supporting global health and TB, and getting those cosponsors on the house side. 

If they have been a cosponsor, this is the move. We want to make sure that they are talking to leadership. Particularly our Republicans, reaching out to Mike Johnson and Steve Scalise. Emphasizing the importance of getting the spell on the suspension calendar -- this bill. 

If they are a cosponsor, get them to talk to leadership. If they are not, get them to become a cosponsor and then talk to leadership. Keep working! We really want to get to over 100 cosponsors. We are at 92 right now. 

On the READ act, we also help with the React! We hope it will have the same treatment. -- READ Act. The fact that it is being led by a Republican, that is a really big thing in trying to get this moved through the final committee. 

It's critical because this bill is actually already elapsed year. It's really important to get this to be reauthorized. Since the Senate has already passed the bill, same as the End TB Now Act, it's up to the house you get up and move it, same deal! If your member is not a cosponsor, get them to cosponsor. If they are, let's get them to talk to leadership. To get the spell onto the suspension calendar. -- this bill. 

In appropriations, we really want limit expectations here. A full fiscal year 2025 Bill appropriations is possible, but increasingly unlikely. They are really going to be pushing a disaster package, that is really focusing on (Audio Issues) programs, hurricane Helena, hurricane Wilson. That will take precedence over anything else and Congress gets back. 

We may have some of the FY 25 subcommittees, and some a continuing resolution until the spring, but overall we really want to push Congress to finish on the FY 25 appropriations bill as soon as possible. It would be best before January, and at the highest spending levels possible. 

These are our numbers. Just to remind you, if your members are on Appropriations Committee, these are your numbers that you want to be focusing on, and getting the highest House or Senate. It's a little different in each. So pay attention there. 

Next slide. 

The other thing we are paying attention to is where the Farm bill is going to be. This year he took some great actions trying to protect SNAP, with some bills that have them increases to the SNAP program was up but in the end we were trying to protect the snap program. Making sure those benefits were available and ready for our low income folks. 

This next â€“ (Laughs), In a lame duck â€“ it's already expired, it expired in September, but the programs themselves are continuing through the year. We hope in this lame duck that we get a Farm bill extension, or some other short term â€“ it could be a year or shorter term extension â€” but keep pushing Congress to stand up and say, "Expand and support SNAP and the Farm bill!" 

Tax justice. We know that the August one, we had that bill in the Senate around the Wyden/Smith tax bill, it went ahead â€” (Audio Issues)... There was a possibility that things would move ahead, it's looking increasingly unlikely, but something will happen in the lame-duck especially with that big disaster package that has to move. (indiscernible) set the stage for 2025. 

As to say, we want to make sure the CTC and expansion bill is the baseline. To come back to that 2025 bill, behind the scenes we are really setting the stage for trying to do some early work around Renters Tax Credit, and try to get the bills that were introduced at the beginning of Congress to really look at designing a tax credit that is supporting rent burden folks who are paying more than 30% of their income for rent, and supporting them. In trying to give them a boost to the fair market (indiscernible). Renters Tax Credit could have a huge impact in -- with low income families. Especially as we know the cost burden of rent is going through the roof â€“ skyhigh! We're trying to build congressional support there. 

So, we know we are going to get through this limit. -- lame duck. , And we will be coming back to this Congress and we are really wanting to set the stage and get in early and have those first 100 days conversations. We will start early again, finishing up any FY 25 bills there are for the appropriations, but still diving in and talking to new members and folks who are on committees. Specifically about our highest funding levels we want across our issues. 

Our first big focus will be around the global fund and fight AIDS because there is a replenishment next year. Our Nutrition for Growth asks, and on the US policy goals, if we do not have an extension cast, we are still going to be looking into expanding SNAP and the Farm bill. 

(Audio Issues)... A full five years reauthorization. Then we will be focusing in on tax justice, RTC and the CTC. 

We really want to make sure that next year we start off strong. Getting in and talking to all of these members, getting in and talking to all the new members, and taking advantage of our abilities to build relationships with whoever is in office.

JOS LINN: 
Thanks, Cricket, appreciate the update! Folks, if you don't know me my name is Joss Lynn I am the interim director of Grassroots Impact at RESULTS. 

I'm here to provide an update on her engagement campaign. As you know, we were to make election a poverty issue this year to use local media as a bullhorn for our issues. The more media you get published, the more influence you have on those issues. 

As a result, in September, we launched our Double/50 media campaign. Our goal in this campaign is to get 300 media pieces published between September and the end of December. That doubles the published media that we had up through August. 

We want to get at least one piece in all 50 states. As you can see we are getting close to our goal! As of today, we are at 100 media pieces in 25 states. That is excellent work! Thank you so much! 

What I enjoyed watching this campaign so creatively everyone is participating. Groups are having letters to the editor raiding parties, and using their groups to write letters to the editor. We actually have new people getting published as well. We have one of those people here today. I want to introduce you to Brazil Jefferson. Recently, Brazil got a wonderful op-ed published in multiple outlets through the collaboration with the Institute for policy studies. She is also working to get a new letter to the editor published and waiting to hear back on that. Let's hear what Brazil's success. Welcome, Brazil! 

BRAZIL JEFFERSON: 
(Muted)! You are muted, Brazil. -- 

BRAZIL JEFFERSON: 
I am so sorry about that! Thank you, --Joss! 

Today I want to talk about my experience doing an op-ed. Doing an op-ed, of course I was very nervous. But I know if I want change, I know I can't be silent. I just want to say I learned that recently. If you do want to make change you can't be silent. To be silent, nothing can get changed. 

Once I realized that I changed my mind really quickly. Yes, and when I agreed to do the op-ed, I agreed to it and then I did it and yes, when I did sign up to do it I was so happy to do it because I know I wanted to make change for people in poverty. 

In doing the op-ed, the reason I wanted to do it, is I wanted people to learn from my experience with poverty issues because poverty is a serious issue. And when you are in poverty, especially for a long time, there is a lot of issues that come up. There is a lot of issues that are involved with it. 

In doing the op-ed, I, the purpose of me doing it to get out of it, I have a disability and I am in SSI, since I was in high school. And, having SSI and a disability is hard because if you want to get yourself out of poverty it is difficult, because when you want to work, like get a job, they figure if you want to get a job and work it is not easy because when you do want to decide to work and get a job, they cut you off. And that, I believe, is not fair. 

It's not fair for them to do that, because we are just trying to get ourselves out of poverty. Unfortunately, that is not what SSI, that is not what they do. And that's not only with SSI, that is with social welfare programs like SNAP and section 8, a lot of those programs. And it is really not good, again, and that is what I want lawmakers to know: that this is a problem. 

Which I believe is a policy problem, because it has been in their system and this is how they do it, so for many years, to want to work and have a job, and then they cut you off. So, it is really not good. And doing my op-ed, lawmakers would see it check really do want. And I know other people want that too, very much so. 

Yes, it is really, you know, doing an op-ed, the process was easy and it wasn't hard at all. Thank you so much, and I hope others will feel inspired to do op-ed. Thank you so much, thank you, thank you! Take care! 

JOS LINN: 
Thank you, Brazil, thank you for sharing your story and the experiences that you have had. The Brazil op-ed was through this collaboration we have for the Institute of Policy Studies. So if you are interested in telling your story for an op-ed piece, we can get you connected to them. Let us know. 

Thank you to everyone who is working hard to get media published during this campaign. As Crickett mentioned, our lawmakers are going to be busy so if we want to prioritize our position on SNAP or -- the read act,â€¦ And as Joanne said on Tuesday we have important work ahead of us, expanding 2025, maybe passing the farm bill or expanding global nutrition. It will be a full slate, and your media can lay the groundwork now for success next year. 

Next slide please. So, we have 200 pieces and another 25 states to go to reach our goal by the end of the year. I know it is a tall order, but it is an achievable one. And I know who I am talking to. I know your track record! So I have no doubt that each one of you will play your part in getting us to our goal and setting as up for a great year in 2025. 

Go back, please, Sarah. As you can see from this life here, be sure to take -- check out our Double/50 hooks. Every single day is updated with hooks that you can use. And you can find the links to the tracker there, and the tracker also has links to all of our LT templates. 

Of course, when you do get published, please let us know so we can track and celebrate your success! Thank you for all of your great media published this fall. Let's keep it up over the next two months and Philip this map, so when Congress comes back in one week and the new Congress comes in in January, they will know exactly what they need to do. 

Now I will turn it over to my colleague, Lisa Marge call Deaf Lisa Marjane of six -- 

LISA MARCHAL: 
Hi thanks for that.â€¦ Next week, no one is surprised, then flow Deaf that is where all eyes and ears are focused, and it will be an extraordinary week in our country. No matter what happens, we plan to raise our voices against poverty, together. 

We are hosting a special post-election webinar called Organizing for the Future. It is happening next Thursday, November 14 from 8:30 PM Eastern time. We want everyone there. 

We are well aware that the last year has been challenging for us. The emotional impact of the election is real. We are committed, as I said, to continue to raise our voices against property, together, and we can support each other doing that. This is an important time to lean into values and harness our collective power as advocates. 

This particular webinar, on November 14, will be a launching point for the first 100 days campaign that you have heard us discussing. You will learn more deeply what we want to accomplish by May 2025, and how you can take tangible action for impact. 

We are inviting everyone, the entire RESULTS network: online supporters, those who have connected with us as part of our fall recruitment, new volunteers, the whole grassroots movement. 

This is really going to be more than just a beating, more than just a webinar. It is about activating our community and rallying together for the challenges ahead. So, mark your calendars! Register for that webinar, it will be a wonderful opportunity to reconnect, refocus and prepare for the work that lies ahead. And we hope to see all of you there.

Hello, this is Melissa Strobel. I would encourage you to all look at the chat now which is our family and friends fundraising page, and see what your fellow advocates have started this year. Everyone has different themes and messaging in their fundraisers, but they are all supporting our work and letting their friends and families know about the work we are doing at RESULTS, and are inviting them to support their work in our great nation! 

I would like to also encourage you to think about launching your own friends and family fundraiser, if that sounds right to you, and if you think others in your world might be interested in supporting view at RESULTS. 

I want to turn the microphone over to Beth Wilson who pictures tips about doing that and some tools that she has used in following up with users. 

BETH WILSON: 
Thanks, Melissa. Thank you for inviting me to speak. My husband and I are camping at Oregon State University, and we are in CGUs biscuit and coffee shop. It is kind of nosy, so I might make my remark shorter than I can. 

Fundraising is a helpful way to reach out to those we love, to engage them. If they know you work hard for a better world, (Audio issues) share personal reasons for doing this work, those who know you and trust you will be inspired to share your mission. 

Now that her election campaignâ€¦ Unless there is some compelling reason of the West, we ask you to wait until after the election to start your friends and family fundraising campaign. Right now it might be drowned out by election news. 

I am really excited at what passing in Senate, and I have worked on that for many years. So I will share with my friends and familyâ€¦ If that bill has the capacity to save so many lives, and I will ask my friends how important it is to save those lies and to help us do that work. 

There are lots of other strategic issues that we have talked about today, all of which you could use as your primary focus on who you want people to get to RESULTS. 

This coming season of love and giving is the perfect time to invite friends and family to share their bounty. Invite them to an in person gathering or a holiday party or use RESULTS online giving friends and family campaign program.

As I was saying, this season of love and giving is the perfect time to share our bounty with the hurting world. Invite them to a gathering or a holiday party, anyway it works. I know the RESULTS staff will support you as they did with us here, in Washington state. We held our own in person summer barbecue that raised almost $11,000! 

For almost every dollar that is raised and donated to RESULTS, thousand dollars in funding (indiscernible). That's a lot of impact for one dollar. (Indiscernible) be sure to keep asking. People need at least 2 asks from you to give. 

I always call flows -- folks or send an email to make sure that they know. Making that call personally, sharing your heart with them and keep track of all the asked. So that the work you invest in fundraising maximizes the number of gifts to RESULTS. Every gift matters. We do this to save lives. 

How many lives do you want to save by the end of 2024? Now Melissa will talk about the opportunities and the tools we have to make fundraising a joy and success. 

MELISSA STROBEL: 
Thank you. The next slide, if you that? If you could share that? Thank you. The next slide has a website to visit and some questions to think about with your group, but I would encourage you to please reach out to me. I am happy to help. We could do a phone call, a videoconference, and we can walk through any tips were just ideas you might have, if there is something your group is interesting -- interested in doing. Happy to help! 

JOS LINN:

If you know a volunteer, journalist or editor who has gone the extra mile to end poverty this year, let us know! We will celebrate nominees and winners in December. 

On Friday, November 8 at 12 PM we will host our final antidepression community learning of the year. No matter the outcome on election day, it's critical for us to repair the rift in our communities and country. It's especially important as we bear witness of communities that have been historically marginalized and remain targeted. This is open to all in our volunteer network, but you need to register to attend. 

And as Lisa mentioned earlier, the postelection's webinar on the 14th is all about how we are moving forward together. You can register online and plan to join us at Thursday, November 14 at 8:30 p.m. Eastern.
