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Muthoni -Ouko is a Governance and Education advocacy expert. She joined the National Civil Society movement in Kenya (Elimu Yetu Coalition) as Chief Executive from the Pan African movement of civil societies in education in Africa where she worked with African countries to establish strong civil society movements to lobby government and education donors to implement the Dakar Framework for Action.

She has been at the fore front in Kenya’s crave for education reforms since 2005, which has seen the sector transforming through the constitution making process to acknowledge education as a social economic right and recognize the role of citizen participation in processes.
