Objective:
Create online and offline media around World Hunger Day (May 28th) through grassroots and grasstops action in support of a U.S. financial pledge of $1.35 billion for FY14-16 the pre-G8 Nutrition For Growth summit on June 8th in the UK.

Why:
One in 8 people are hungry worldwide. 2.5 million children under five years old die annually from under-nutrition, one-third of all preventable childhood deaths. Nutrition programs that reach pregnant moms and children under two years are the most cost-effective investment to end poverty and enable children to achieve their full potential. While the Obama Administration has launched food security and health initiatives, currently less than 1 percent of U.S. development assistance funds the most basic nutrition interventions. The Administration has an opportunity on June 8th at the first-ever nutrition pledging meeting to announce a new financial commitment for nutrition. Leading up to the June 8th meeting, World Hunger Day provides the perfect opportunity to raise awareness and urge the Obama Administration to demonstrate leadership. Fasting gives us the opportunity to stand in solidarity with hungry people worldwide, illustrates the moral imperative to fight hunger, and demonstrates a serious level of our commitment to nutrition campaign goals to both media and policymakers.

Commitments:
1. Sign up to fast for a full or half day in solidarity with the 165 million children who are chronically undernourished worldwide, and to write letters to the editor or opinion editorials (op-eds) on nutrition about their experience fasting. RESULTS may organize letter to the editor writing meetings before or at the end of the fast to increase impact.
2. Join the mass twitter action on World Hunger Day (May 28th) to tweet about the fast. The tweets will be directed to @WhiteHouse. Those who can’t fast are still invited to tweet and re-tweet, and all are encouraged to write letters to the editors and op-eds.
3. Identify grasstops and community leaders willing to fast and place an op-ed in a national publication on the need for U.S. leadership at the June 8th pledging conference. Additionally, grasstops are asked to tweet about the fast.
