	Recruit new advocates & local partners

	Support new advocates & build leadership
How will we make new volunteers joining our group feel welcomed and engaged? Through one-on-one conversations? Regular check-ins? Host social gatherings?

	
Examples: 
· Working with Congressional point person to support a new volunteer to request a lobby meeting or play a role in the next lobby meeting with their member of Congress.
· Support a new volunteer to draft and submit a letter to the editor on one of our issues.


	Mobilize more action takers in your community
An Action Network is a list of individuals who aren't a part of the local group but have agreed to speak with their members of Congress, take online actions, sign petitions, and write letters to the editor. Are there new people or leads we can share monthly actions with?
	Examples: 
· Share each monthly action with 3 new friends, acquaintances, and/or family members.
· Plan a letter writing campaign to gather letters and stories for upcoming lobby meetings.
