Global Nutrition Campaign Summary

RESULTS is kicking off a campaign to end global hunger and our first opportunity to leverage is the first-ever nutrition pledging conference in London on June 8, 2013 in advance of the G8. 
WHY 
Creating the political will to end hunger is core to our mission and our track record galvanizing the child survival movement in the 1980s and 1990s. Despite progress, malnutrition remains one of the world’s most pressing and costly problems – close to 200 million children are chronically malnourished and suffer from serious, often irreversible, physical and cognitive damage. For 2.5 million young children, under-nutrition is a death sentence. 

While the human and economic costs of under-nutrition are enormous, the solutions are basic, proven, and cost-effective. Nutrition programs – especially those that target women and children during the critical 1,000 day window from pregnancy to age 2 – offer the best returns on investments; every $1 invested in nutrition generates as much as $138 in better health and increased productivity. By contrast, malnutrition can cost individuals up to 10% of their lifetime earnings and countries up to 11% of their annual GDP in lost productivity. We can only capitalize on other global development investments if we also invest in nutrition – an undernourished child will have a diminished capacity to learn and work, thereby undercutting our investments in education, health, and economic growth. 

The U.S. is a leader on food security and global health but its nutrition-specific investments represent less than 1% of development assistance despite their cost-effectiveness. The Global Health Initiative, Feed the Future, and our school feeding and emergency food assistance programs include a mandate to improve nutrition but do not publicly track their nutritional impact nor coordinate their efforts. 

WHY NOW
On June 8, 2013, the UK Government will host the first-ever global nutrition pledging event to mobilize new policy and financial commitments to fight malnutrition. The World Bank and The Lancet will be releasing new reports on the status of malnutrition and the costs to scale up nutrition in May and June. The June 8th event presents a key opportunity for the U.S. to deepen its commitment to nutrition and enshrine it across all U.S. development, food security, and global health efforts.

OUR GOALS

In coalition with other advocacy and development organizations, we are recommending the U.S. announce a package of commitments at the June 8th event including:

· A three-year pledge of $1.35 billion or $450 million annually for nutrition-specific programs;
· A nutrition strategy with specific impact targets in the highest burden countries coordinated by a high level nutrition focal point; and
· A monitoring, evaluation, and reporting framework and full and clear budget across nutrition-specific and nutrition-sensitive programs.
OUR IMMEDIATE STRATEGY 
To demonstrate public and political support for our goals, we will work with members of Congress and key decision-makers through the following grassroots tactics:

· Sign-on letters from members of the House and Senate to President Obama to demonstrate support for increasing and improving our commitment to nutrition;
· Politically relevant Opinion Editorials and Letters to the Editor to demonstrate grassroots and grasstops support for increased U.S. leadership on nutrition; and
· A fasting day of action to commemorate World Hunger Day on Tuesday, May 28th.
